OUR LADY OF GUADALUPE SCHOOL

SPARTANS PARENT CLUB 

By-Laws
Article I - Name
The name of this organization shall be the Our Lady of Guadalupe School Spartans Parent Club (SPC).

Article II - Mission
Our mission as a Parent Club at Our Lady of Guadalupe School is to promote and encourage communication among parents, teachers, administration and the greater Oxnard community.  The Parent Club also sponsors and organizes school fundraising events, which deepen our school community spirit and enhance our children’s educational experience at the Our Lady of Guadalupe School.
Article III – Policies
Section 1:  The organization shall be supportive of the educational program and shall be developed through volunteer services, supplemental educational programs and fundraising projects.

Section 2:  The organization shall be non-commercial, non-sectarian, non-partisan and non-profit.  It shall not endorse a commercial enterprise or candidate.
Section 3:  The administration shall have the right to veto any activity that may not be considered in the best interest of the school.
Article IV – Membership
Section 1:  Membership in the Parent Club is open to all faculty, parents or guardians of students attending Our Lady of Guadalupe School.  

Section 2:  Only Captains of the Parent Club shall be eligible to make motions and vote on motions described in the By-laws.
Section 3:  Members that attend a Parent Club meeting must abide by the Meeting Rules and Regulations.  Presenters, guests, faculty, staff, parents and guardians are encouraged to feel comfortable and welcomed while the Executive Board conducts the Parent Club’s business in an orderly manner. 
Article V - Meetings
Section 1:  The organizational year shall be from September 1st to June 31st of the school year. 

Section 2:  A general meeting will be held once a month from September-June on the first Wednesday of each month at 6:30 P.M. unless otherwise noted. Any meeting changes will be clearly communicated to the membership, through email or phone calls. 

Section 3:  It will be up to the discretion of the Club Head Coach when a Guest Speaker should be allowed to complete their presentations and amount of time allowed.

Section 4:  Improper conduct and remarks will not be allowed. If any member persists in improper conduct or remarks, the Club Head Coach may terminate the conversation.

Article VI - Executive Board and Their Elections
Section 1:  The officers of the Organization shall consist of the Club Head Coach, Statistician, Assistant Coach and one Administrator.

Section 2:  The officers shall be elected for a term of two years.

Section 3:  The term of office will be from September 1st- June 31st.

Section 4:  Nominations for the club captains shall be made by the Parent Club at the April meeting and voted on in May. 

Section 5:  An existing executive board member should submit intent to resign at the April meeting in order that position is filled during the nomination/election period.

Section 6:  Each Executive Club member attending the meeting shall cast one vote for an individual nomination for the Board.  The individual receiving the majority of the vote made by the membership shall be awarded the position.

Section 7:  The Executive Board shall inform the Parent Club membership of a vacancy occurring in The Executive Board at the first meeting held after being aware of the vacancy.  The office shall be filled by the nomination of individuals interested in serving on The Executive Board and a majority vote of the membership of the Parent Club in attendance.
Section 8:  See’s Candy, Sports Activities and Student Council Captains will be selected by the Executive Parent Board in collaboration with administration.
Article VII - Duties of the Executive Board and Their Elections

Section 1:  The faculty member and administration shall act as advisors for the Executive Board on current educational guidelines and give their perspective from their indivual roles.  Their role is crucial in the development of a well-rounded Parent Club.

Section 2:  The Classroom Captains will have the following general duties:  Endeavor to organize events that deepen the community spirit and enhance the children’s education; attend monthly meetings; recognize and represent the entire membership of the assigned classroom to the Parent Club; communicate to the membership regularly in a variety of ways to facilitate involvement; and seek and expect participation from the membership to run events or school programs.

Article VIII – Amendments

These By-laws may be amended at any regular meeting or the organization by a two-thirds vote of the members present, providing, notice of the proposed amendment shall be given at the previous meeting.
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
